489. Soil Erosion
Soil erosion, caused by wind and rain, can change land by wearing down mountains, creating
valleys, making rivers appear and disapbear. It is a slow and gradual process that takes
thousands, even millions of years. But erosion may be speeded up greatly by human activities
such as farming and mining. Soil develops very slowly over a long period of time but czn be
lost too quickly. The clearing of land for farming, residential, and commercial use can guickly
destroy soil. It speeds up the process of erosion by leaving soil exposed and also pravents
development of new soil by removing the plants and animals that help build htmus. Today's
farmers try to farm in a way that reduces the amount of erosion and soil loss. They may lant
cover crops or use a no-till method of farming. Soil is an important resource that we a.l nust
protect. Without soil there is no life.

The World Health Organization estimates that 4.6 miilion people dié each year from causes
directly attributable to air pollution. Many of these mortalities are attributable to indoor air
pollution. Worldwide more deaths per year are linked to air poilution than to automobile
accidents. Research published in 2005 suggests that 3,10,000 Europeans die from air po lution
annually. Direct causes of air pollution related deaths include aggravated asthma, bronshitis,
emphysema, lung and heart diseases, and respiratory allergies. The worst short t=rm civil an
pollution crises in India was the 1984 Bhopal Disaster. Leaked industrial vapours frcm the
Union Carbide more than 2,000people outright and injured anywhere from 4,50,00¢ to
600,000 others ,some 6,000 of whom would later die from their injuries, The United Kingdom
suffered its worst air pollution event when the December 4" Great Smog of 1952 formes over
London. In six days more than 4,000 dies, and 8,000 more dies within the following montas, An
accidental leak of anthrox spores from a biological warfare laboratory in the former USSR in
1979 near Sverdlovsk is believed to have been the cause of hundreds of civilian dezths.

491. Extinction of Species
There are a variety of causes that can contribute directly or indirectly to the extincticn of a
species or group of species. Most simply, any species that is unable to survive or -eproduce 'n
its environment, and unable to move to a new environment where it can do so, des out ard
becomes extinct. Extinction of a species is wiped out completely, as when tox = polluticn
renders its entire habitat unlivable; or may occur gradually over thousands or millioris of years,
such as when a species gradually loses out competition for food to newer, beiter adapted
competitors. The question of whether more historical extinctions have been zaused Ly
evolution or by catastrophe is a subject of debate. Currently, environmental grougs and some
governments are concerned with the extinction of species due to human interventien and are
attempting to combat further extinctions. Human can cause extinction of a specizs through
over harvesting, pollution, habitat destruction, introduction of new predators anc food
competitors, and other influences. According to the World Conservation Union,784 extirctions
have been recorded since the year 1500, the arbitrary date selected to defire “modern”
extinctions, with many more likely to have gone unnoticed. Most of these modern =xtirctions
can be attributed directly or indirectly to human effects. Endangered species are sgecies that
are in danger of becoming extinct; several Organizations attempt to preserve r=cognize:
endangered species through a variety of conservation programmes.

A sophisticated and technological advanced urban culture is evident in the Indus Yallev

Civilization. The guality of municipal town planning suggests knowledge of urban planning and
efficient municipal governments which placed a high priority on hygiene. The streets of majo-
cities such as Mohenjo-daro or Harappa were laid out in perfect grid patterns. The houses
were protected from noise and thieves. As seen in Harappa, Mohenjo-daro and tha recently
discovered Rakhigarhi, this urban plan included the world’'s first urban sanitation systems.
Within the city, individual homes or groups of homes obtained water from well. From a room
that has been set aside for bathing, waste water was directed to covered drains, which lined
the major streets. Houses opened only to inner courtyafds and smaller lanes. Tz ancien:

Indus system of sewerage and drainage that were developed and used in cities tiroughou:
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the Indus Empire, were far more advanced than any found in contemperary urban sites i the
Middle East and even more efficient than those in some areas of Pakistan and Indiz today.
The advanced architecture of the Harappans is shown by their impressive dockyzrds,
granaries, warehouses, brick platforms and protective walls. The massive citadels cf Indus
cities that protected the Harappans from fldods and attackers were larg2ar thar most
Mesopotamian ziggurats.

Anorexia (also known as anorexia nervosa) is the name for simply starving yourself beczuse
you are convinced you are overweight. If you are at least 15 percent under your nomral kody
weight and you are losing weight through not eating, you may be suffering from this discrd=r.
Bulimia (also known as bulimia nervosa) is characterized by excessive eating, and ther ridding
yourself of the food by vomiting, abusing laxatives or diuretics, taking enemas, or exercising
obsessively. This behavior of ridding yourself of the calories from consumed food #& cften
called purging.
Eating disorders are serious problems and need to be diagnosed and treated like ariy medical
disease. If they continue to go untreated, these behaviours can result in future severe medical
complications that can be life-threatening. If you believe you may be suffering frem ar eeting
disorder or know someone who is, please get help. Once properly diagncsed by a mental
‘health professional, such disorders are readily treatable and often cured within a few months
time. A person with an eating disorder should not be blamed for having it! The cisorders are
caused by a complex interaction of social, biological behaviors. The important thing is o stop
as soon as you recognize these behaviours in yourself, or to get help to begin the road to
recovery.
